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1. Our School 

Sheng Kung Hui Tang Shiu Kin Secondary School was founded by the Anglican Church in 1962.  It 

is a co-educational school, subsidized by the Hong Kong government, and managed by the IMC in 

accordance with its constitution. 

The school old-wing building was completed in 1969, the sports complex was added in 1986, and the 

new-wing was finished in 2004.   

The overall objective of the school is to provide a healthy learning environment with equal emphasis 

on academic achievement and personal development that will encourage each student to develop his 

or her intellect and character to the fullest. 

The style of the administration is one of teamwork.  The school seeks teachers who will provide 

counsel and guidance, and act as role-models for students, to support their spiritual, intellectual and 

social development. 

While academic studies take up the most time, the school provides a wide range of extra-curricular 

activities to provide balance, and to allow each student to fully develop his or her creative talents and 

interests. 

Our responsibility as educators is to help students develop a real understanding of our society, to help 

them develop the knowledge, skills and values to become its useful and responsible members, and to 

help them develop a life-long love of learning.

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2. Achievements and Reflection on Major Concerns; Feedback and 
Follow-up  

 

2.1 Major Concern 1: To nurture students to be active learners 

Achievements  

 In order to nurture students to be active learners at departmental level and school level, our 

school formulated a series of measures to implement diverse teaching strategies and offer a wide 

range of learning experience, cultivate a diligent and proactive attitude towards learning, provide 

comprehensive learning support and ensure a smooth transition to the revised Senior Form Subject 

Combination. Most of the initiatives received positive feedback from students, parents and teachers, 

as shown in the Stakeholder Survey, APASO and KPM. Both parents and students demonstrated a 

more positive attitude towards teaching and studentsô learning. In short, most of the targets of the first 

major concern have been achieved this year.  

 

1. To implement diverse teaching strategies and offer a wide range of learning experience 

 According to the APASO (KPM17) results, the percentage of students showing initiative in their 

learning increased compared to the 2023-2024 academic year. In particular, a significantly higher 

number of senior form students reported demonstrating self-initiative in their learning. Furthermore, 

a greater proportion of boys reported intrinsic learning motivation. According to the Stakeholder 

Survey, over 95% of teachers agreed that they had implemented various strategies to enrich studentsô 

learning experiences both inside and outside the classroom. Throughout the year, teachers from 

various key learning areas organized a wide range of life-wide learning activities. These activities 

were designed to broaden students' horizons and foster their personal development. 

2. To cultivate a diligent and proactive attitude towards learning 

 Moreover, a diligent and proactive attitude was cultivated among students this year. According 

to the APASO (KPM17) results, the percentage of studentsðparticularly girlsðwilling to pursue 

self-planning has increased compared to the 2023-2024 academic year. 82.5% of girls expressed that 

they had set challenging learning goals and learning plans. The Stakeholder Survey revealed that an 

increasing percentage of students and parents agreed that students were completing their learning 

tasks, including homework, conscientiously. In addition, more students were found to have been able 

to use different study methods such as pre-lesson preparation, mind maps, or online resources. 

Majority of teachers reflected in the school survey that more students were able to complete additional 

learning tasks. A more positive learning environment and atmosphere have been created for students 

by improving the physical environment in the newly renovated School Library and English Room. 

Some structured learning activities were conducted in both the School Library and English Room to 

enrich studentsô experience, enhance their language proficiency and hone generic skills throughout 

the year. In addition, study rooms were opened to provide a better learning environment for both 

junior and senior form students. Alumni and senior form students regularly supervised these rooms, 

acting as tutors who provided guidance and support to students in need. 
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3. To comprehensive learning support  

To nurture students as active learners, all academic departments were committed to providing 

students with comprehensive learning support. More than 90% of teachers reflected that students are 

able to complete note-taking worksheets. Teachers appreciated and encouraged students through 

various methods. They showcased and discussed strong student work in class, and displayed several 

outstanding pieces on online platforms and across the school campus. More departments and teams 

provided students with ample opportunities to develop their language and communication skills inside 

and outside classrooms. About 60% of subject panels promoted language across the curriculum.  

4. To ensure a smooth transition to the revised Senior Form Subject Combination 

 The revised Senior Form Subject Combination was implemented smoothly in F.4 this academic 

year, allowing a more flexible combination of elective subjects through considering studentsô 

preferences and teachersô expertise. This initiative resulted in more students being able to study their 

preferred subjects and an increase in learning motivation. To cater to the diverse needs of F.4 students, 

approximately 60% of subjects arranged tutorial or language enhancement classes. 

 

Reflection 

1. To implement diverse teaching strategies and offer a wide range of learning experience 

 Students were engaged in a variety of learning experiences in a dynamic and inclusive learning 

environment. It was largely attributed to the concerted efforts and willingness of teachers to 

incorporate inquiry and interactive learning activities into their lessons, and prepare diversified 

learning materials, assignments and tasks to help students enhance their breadth of knowledge, 

language proficiency and generic skills. Moreover, teachers encouraged and guided students to pursue 

self-directed learning through completing mini-research, projects, group work, presentations, field 

studies, reading logs and online assignments in different disciplines.  More students demonstrated a 

willingness and confidence to accept challenges involving higher-order thinking skills. Beyond 

organizing standard subject-based activities, several subject panels initiated cross-curricular 

collaborations with other panels and committees. These efforts included investigative projects and 

life-wide learning activities such as field trips, workshops, and lectures conducted outside the 

classroom. Through the schoolôs coordination, study tours were organized to locations such as 

Shenzhen, Zhuhai, the Greater Bay Area, Beijing, and Inner Mongolia, as well as to Singapore, Dubai, 

and Ireland, to enhance studentsô understanding of cultural uniqueness, science and technology, 

sustainable development, and national and global identity. Finally, students developed greater 

autonomy in learning and explored their potential by participating in a variety of external enrichment 

programmes, performances, and competitions. These opportunities were organized by institutions 

such as the EDB and local universities. 

However, it was observed that a consistent group of students often participated in these activities, 

while more passive students were often reluctant to join. Furthermore, financial constraints limited 

some students' ability to take part in non-local learning excursions. It was proposed that extra financial 

subsidies could be explored. The introduction of the Life-wide Learning and Sister School grants in 

the coming school year will provide the school with greater flexibility, utilization, and synergy to 

subsidize and support students' learning activities. Despite these opportunities, a key remaining 

challenge is that some students lack adequate time management skills and struggle to balance their 

academic studies with extracurricular commitments. 

2. To cultivate a diligent and proactive attitude towards learning 

 Academic departments fostered a diligent and proactive learning attitude by providing additional 

tasks, assigning enrichment work for capable students, and guiding students in setting specific 
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learning goals. In addition, initiatives such as creating error books, practicing effective note-taking, 

building vocabulary, and using digital tools like Nearpod and Padlet enhanced the learning experience. 

High achievers shared their study habits, encouraged fellow students to form study groups and access 

learning materials online. All these efforts effectively empowered students to engage more 

proactively in their learning. Peer support from students who were eager to collaborate and help one 

another was another important facilitating factor. For instance, F.4-F.5 Academic mentors and F.3 

mentors provided guidance to junior form students, creating a supportive learning atmosphere. 

Teachers also played a crucial role in setting high expectations that challenged students to work harder.  

Many students tended to rely too heavily on their teachers. To foster a more positive learning 

attitude, students should develop a growth mindset, which encourages embracing challenges and 

persisting through difficulties 

3. To comprehensive learning support  

 Comprehensive learning support was provided to students at both the school and departmental 

levels. Subject panels incorporated notetaking and organization skills into their learning activities and 

assignments for both junior and senior students. They also promoted the use of IT in their learning 

pedagogies and assessments. Many students successfully completed their projects or assignments 

using IT and AI tools, demonstrating strong IT skills that facilitated learning. Some teachers utilized 

external resources such as competitions, workshops, mock examinations, joint oral practices 

organized by universities and other schools to enrich learning support to students at different levels. 

Additional programmes and activities, particularly during the Wednesday Afternoon Programme, 

offered further support outside class time. Workshops on information literacy were successfully held 

for Form 1 students, and a series of book talks and sharing sessions took place during morning periods 

and lunchtime. The School Library regularly displayed books on various subjects and themes, and 

collaborated with subject panels to conduct book sharing sessions during lunch. Furthermore, a series 

of briefings, workshops, and sharing sessions were organized to strengthen academic support for 

Form 1 and Form 2 students. Alumni also contributed valuable resources to enhance student support.  

Overall, these initiatives received positive feedback from both students and teachers. However, 

despite the wide range of learning support activities, some students could not participate due to 

scheduling conflicts. Additionally, some students struggled to prioritize their tasks and seek extra 

support. Limited human resources also posed a challenge for teachers. 

4. To ensure a smooth transition to the revised Senior Form Subject Combination 

To promote collaboration, peer support and individual growth among F.4 students, subject 

teachers implemented various strategies such as developing learning materials and assignments with 

different difficulty levels to meet diverse needs of students. Additional assistance was given to those 

with learning difficulties and students were encouraged to complete reflective learning journals 

during their free lessons in the library. Pull-out and enrichment programmes were also organized 

across various subjects. The Staff Development Committee also organized professional sharing 

sessions focused on addressing learnersô diverse needs. More academically capable students were 

willing to assist their peers who were struggling. The revised Senior Form Subject Combination 

enhanced student support through greater flexibility for grouping. 

However, the effectiveness of Innovative Technology Education was limited due to insufficient 

lesson time. Moreover, the overall time allocated for elective lessons was reduced. Additionally, as 

more students were allowed to study three elective, those with lower motivation faced greater 

challenges.  
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Feedback and Follow-up 

During this school year, a wide range of activities were implemented to enrich studentsô learning 

experiences, broaden their breadth of knowledge, strengthen their language proficiency, develop 

generic skills and deepen their national and global identity, with the ultimate goal of nurturing 

students to become active learners. 

In the upcoming year, the targets will be refined so that they are more specific and student-

centered, with a view to supporting studentsô learning more effectively. A whole-school approach will 

be reinforced to promote the holistic development of students. Themed weeks or fortnights will also 

be organized by various panels or teams based on the major concerns. Form teachers will play a more 

significant role in helping students achieve their learning goals. Wednesday afternoons will be utilised 

to organise academic activities and support studentsô learning. The Staff Development Committee 

will provide a platform for teachers to share good practices in teaching and learning, strategies to 

build a positive class ethos, class management techniques and e-learning strategies.  
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2.2 Major Concern 2: To nurture students with positive values and promote their 

mental wellness 

Achievements:  

1. To implement a Values Education Framework 

To reinforce students' understanding of the schoolôs values education framework, the Panel 

Heads and Functional Committee completed the Values Education Curriculum and Activities 

Planning Table for the 2022-2023 academic year at the start of the 2023-2024 term. This table 

reviewed initiatives based on the twelve priority values across Departments, providing a structured 

framework for implementation. Survey results indicated that over 80% of teachers agreed the school 

fosters collaboration in values education. 

Programmes and activities were launched to cultivate fundamental values such as empathy and 

respect. The ñSTEAM Education X Values Educationò programme featured performances by 

individuals with disabilities. A movie appreciation activity aimed to enhance life education and 

empathy, receiving positive feedback, while the óiTeen Interactive Dramaô event promoted integrity 

and anti-corruption. 

Updated materials for Moral, Civic, and National Education were used in Form Teacher periods, 

focusing on priority values through case studies and discussions. A session in May addressed healthy 

lifestyles and anti-drug issues. Form Teachers noted that the message was delivered effectively. To 

conclude, the target of major concern two was mostly achieved this year. 

2. To foster empathy, love and care, respect for others and other Christian values 

A comprehensive series of programmes and activities has been implemented to encourage 

students to exhibit empathy, compassion, respect for others, and other Christian values. 

The inaugural Good Deeds Day was introduced at the school, providing a platform for students 

to come together and engage in activities that foster positive change within the community. 

Additionally, Moral Education Ambassadors were nominated by their form teachers for their 

exemplary behavior in promoting positive conduct throughout the school and the broader community. 

To further motivate students to demonstrate good behavior, positive reinforcement was provided 

when students engage in commendable actions that align with our core values. Teachers awarded 

merits to students who consistently exhibited such behaviors. 

Results from the Stakeholdersô Survey revealed that 90% of teachers either strongly agreed or 

agreed that students are developing essential interpersonal skills and attitudes, including respect and 

empathy toward others. Furthermore, over 80% of parents expressed strong agreement or agreement 

that the school fosters a caring environment where students enjoy their time and maintain positive 

relationships with their peers. 

3. To adopt a whole-school approach to address studentsô emotional needs, and help students 

further develop resilience and foster positive energy 

Our school has implemented a comprehensive approach to address the emotional needs of 

students by conducting thorough screenings for all Form 1 to Form 5 students. In collaboration with 

Baptist Oi Kwan Social Service (BOKSS) and the ñStudent Mental Health Support Schemeò 

(SMHSS), we focus on early identification and support for students with symptoms of anxiety and 

depression. Teachers remain vigilant about studentsô mental well-being and are ready to refer cases 
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to the Counselling Team, social workers, educational psychologists, and speech therapists. The Data 

Management Team analyzes data over two academic terms to identify struggling students, who are 

then referred to the Discipline and Counseling Team for additional support. 

To promote mental wellness for both students and faculty, we organized a Mental Wellness Day, 

along with various initiatives such as mental health talks, the Joyful Scheme, the Cheer You Up 

programme, the Joyful Day Camp, and Mental Wellness workshops. These activities raised awareness 

and received positive feedback from both students and teachers. 

Additionally, we organized leadership training camps to cultivate resilience and foster positive 

energy, enhancing studentsô teamwork and communication skills. Results from the APASO Survey 

indicate favorable outcomes regarding studentsô emotional well-being, showing a lack of negative 

affect, absence of fear of failure, positive self-concept, and overall school satisfaction. 

 

Reflection 

1. To implement a Values Education Framework 

The evaluation of the Values Education framework for the 2022-2023 academic year shows 

significant progress in embedding core values into the curriculum. The Values Education Curriculum 

and Activities Planning Table has established a solid structure for integrating the twelve priority 

values across departments. Positive feedback from over 80% of teachers in the Stakeholder Survey 

highlights effective collaboration among subject panels. Overall, these efforts demonstrate a 

commitment to nurturing a culture of empathy, respect, and civic responsibility among students. 

Moreover, while there are twelve priority values often emphasized in education, the scope of values 

education can and should be expanded. Incorporating a broader range of valuesðsuch as life 

education, information literacy, anti-drug education and sex educationðcan provide students with a 

more comprehensive understanding of ethical and moral behaviors. This expansion allows for a richer 

educational experience, fostering well-rounded individuals who can navigate a diverse and complex 

world effectively.  

2. To foster empathy, love and care, respect for others and other Christian values 

The evaluation of initiatives promoting empathy and respect reveals a significant impact on 

students' character development. Good Deeds Day encourages community service, fostering positive 

contributions. Recognizing Moral Education Ambassadors underscores the school's commitment to 

exemplary behavior and kindness. This collective effort fosters a caring culture where students thrive 

academically while growing into compassionate individuals who respect one another. The integration 

of Christian values in daily practices is shaping a generation of empathetic and respectful students. 

Additionally, by demonstrating qualities such as gratitude and humility, they create an atmosphere of 

mutual respect, further enhancing their social etiquette. Upholding these values ensures that students 

foster a welcoming and respectful environment in both classroom and social settings. One significant 

challenge is the lack of resources, such as time and manpower to develop social etiquette education. 

Reliance on technology and social media among students can further complicate the transmission of 

traditional social skills, leading educators to question the relevance and implementation of such a 

strategy. 
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3. To adopt a whole-school approach to address studentsô emotional needs, and help students 

further develop resilience and foster positive energy 

The evaluation of the schoolôs approach to addressing students' emotional needs indicates 

significant progress in promoting mental wellness. Teachers actively monitor mental well-being, 

ensuring efficient referrals to support teams. Initiatives like Mental Wellness Day, talks, and 

workshops have successfully raised mental health awareness, while leadership training camps 

enhance resilience and teamwork. Positive feedback from the APASO Survey indicates high levels of 

emotional well-being. This comprehensive strategy fosters an environment where students can thrive, 

build resilience, and support each other through challenges. However, with a packed curriculum and 

numerous administrative responsibilities, teachers often find it challenging to dedicate time to 

discussions focused on mental wellness. Additionally, there are only a few designated staff 

development days and staff sharing sessions throughout the school year, and these are frequently 

allocated to higher-priority topics. This can lead to mental wellness being sidelined, despite its critical 

importance for both educators and students. Furthermore, mental health concerns are exacerbated by 

reliance on social media for communication, along with strong peer influences that discourage 

interaction with diverse groups. Besides, students who do not come from Christian families may 

experience a disconnect with the values promoted by the school. Finally, parental consent issues pose 

barriers to essential mental health screenings, making it challenging to provide necessary support. 

 

Feedback and Follow-up 

The school is actively committed to revising and enhancing the Moral, Civic and National 

Education (MCNE) materials, specifically targeting priority values that are integral to students' 

character development. These updated resources will be designed for Form Teachers to integrate into 

their routine Form-Teacher periods, ensuring consistent and meaningful engagement with these 

essential themes. This initiative is part of our comprehensive strategy to align and amplify all efforts 

toward achieving our overarching educational goals and fostering students' holistic growth. 

To further assist students in fulfilling the seven articulated learning goals, the school intends to 

implement a series of carefully planned follow-up measures. These measures are geared towards 

creating a nurturing and well-rounded learning environment, one that addresses academic, social, 

emotional, and ethical dimensions of student development. 

A key component of this approach is the formal integration of life education into the secondary 

school curriculum. Life education is pivotal in preparing students to face the complexities and 

challenges of real life beyond the academic sphere. Through this curriculum, students will gain 

essential life skills such as decision-making, problem-solving, emotional regulation, and interpersonal 

communication, all within the framework of moral reasoning and community responsibility. 

Central to this life education curriculum will be the emphasis on social etiquette, mutual respect, 

and the teachings of Christian values. By incorporating these elements, the school aims to foster a 

culture that embodies empathy, kindness, integrity, and respect for diversity. These values are crucial 

in shaping well-rounded individuals who are not only academically competent but also socially 

conscious and emotionally intelligent. 

To complement classroom learning, the school plans to organize regular teacher sharing sessions 

that focus on mental wellness and well-being. These sessions will serve as a platform for educators 

to exchange best practices, insights, and strategies on recognizing and addressing mental health issues 
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among students. By fostering an open dialogue around mental health, teachers will be empowered 

with practical skills to support their students more effectively, creating a school environment where 

emotional wellbeing is prioritized alongside academic success. 

Recognizing the importance of a collaborative approach, the school will also introduce parent 

education programs. These initiatives are designed to engage parents as active partners in their 

children's development. Through seminars, workshops, and resource materials, parents will be 

equipped with knowledge about the schoolôs values and curricular goals, as well as strategies to 

reinforce these at home. This alignment between school and family will foster a consistent and 

supportive atmosphere, enhancing students' ability to thrive both academically and personally. 

To incentivize positive student behavior and engagement, the school will undertake a 

comprehensive revision of the current reward system. This includes raising awareness about the 

systemôs objectives and benefits through targeted informative sessions, as well as enhancing 

administrative support to ensure smooth and effective implementation. By doing so, the school hopes 

to motivate students and reinforce the desired values in an encouraging and systematic manner. 

Furthermore, organizing themed weeks or special days focused on value education will provide 

students with immersive opportunities to engage deeply with core themes. These events will include 

activities, workshops, and interactive sessions that make the learning experience dynamic and 

impactful, encouraging reflection and practical application of the values taught. 

To support Form Teachers in their vital role, the school will allocate dedicated spaces where they 

can convene to communicate strategies, share experiences, and collaboratively develop best practices 

aimed at fostering student engagement. These spaces will facilitate ongoing professional development 

and peer support, contributing to a more effective and cohesive teaching community. 

In summary, these multifaceted initiativesðranging from curriculum enhancement and teacher 

support to parental involvement and systemic incentivesðare designed to collectively enhance the 

educational experience. By fostering a nurturing, inclusive, and values-driven environment, the 

school aims to empower students to successfully achieve their learning goals and become responsible, 

compassionate, and capable members of society. 
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Major Concern 3 ï To nurture students as responsible citizens 

Achievements: 

1. To promote the understanding of societal needs and enhance civic engagement 

It is mostly agreed that students gain an understanding of societal needs through curriculum 

design and a variety of service-learning activities. The Service Learning Programme has been 

implemented for F.4 students. In collaboration with various non-governmental organizations, the 

school has organized a diverse range of activities, including visits to the elderly, charity booths, and 

beach clean-ups. Based on self-reflection questionnaires, over 85% of participants in the service-

learning programme reported an increased awareness of societal needs. 

In addition, F.1 students were introduced to volunteer services by St James Church, fostering 

their desire to help disadvantaged individuals. Various activities, such as a visit to the Electoral 

Information Centre and a film appreciation event, were organized to enhance students' civic 

awareness and sense of citizenship. 

In the curriculum of subject panels, students developed a sense of societal need through various 

learning experiences that foster empathy, understanding, and a commitment to contributing positively 

to their communities. These included engaging in Hong Kongôs historical battles, project learning 

regarding wealth gap and urban renewal in Hong Kong, lessons on óSamaritans love their neighborsô, 

órights and responsibilities of Hong Kong citizensô and writing tasks on animal rights, etc. 

2. To cultivate studentsô sense of national identity and appreciation of Chinese culture 

This concern also focuses on nurturing studentsô sense of national identity, a goal that has been 

largely achieved. The curricula across various subjects have been refined to include elements of 

óunderstanding our nationô, such as Chinaôs political system, achievements, diplomacy, etc. National 

security education has been strengthened in most subjects. 

Students actively engage in activities related to Chinese culture and national identity throughout 

the school year. Various tours, competitions, visits, and workshops have been organized. For example, 

trips to Beijing, Inner Mongolia, Zhuhai, and Shenzhen were arranged for F. 2 to 5 students. These 

experiences allow students to witness the nation's development and achievements, fostering a sense 

of belonging. 

Furthermore, students were encouraged to take part in the Constitution and Basic Law quiz 

competition, a reading scheme, and an electronic greeting card competition, all of which have 

enhanced their knowledge about the nation. A variety of activities further support this objective. The 

óChinese Cultural Festivalô including a calligraphy workshop and lion dance performances was held. 

Students participated in workshops, including mooncake workshop, lantern-making workshop and 

Chinese painting classes, which helped them appreciate and deepen their understanding of Chinese 

culture. 

On the school campus, notice boards in senior form classrooms were decorated with Chinese 

cultural elements through an inter-class competition. Thematic boards related to Chinese culture are 

regularly updated, and exhibition stands display students' models of China's aerospace technology 

and Chinese arts. A special room has been decorated with the Chinese culture elements. Teachers 

have observed that students are better able to appreciate Chinese culture through both physical 

displays and experiential learning. According to the APASO survey, over 85% of students report 

having a strong sense of national identity. 
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3. To cultivate studentsô global perspectives 

Finally, through global service learning activities like Box of Hope, Crossroad Service Day, and 

Mapathon, studentsô global perspectives have been enhanced. They have been educated about the 

United Nationsô 17 Sustainable Development Goals during lessons and activities. Various overseas 

tours to destinations such as Dubai, Ireland, and Singapore have also been arranged to broaden their 

horizons. It is agreed that the target is partially achieved, with students beginning to develop a sense 

of global citizenship.  

 

Reflection 

1. To promote the understanding of societal needs and enhance civic engagement 

The school has a well-established policy requiring all F.4 students to participate in the Service 

Learning Programme. Supported by ample resources, a variety of service-learning activities are 

offered to meet studentsô interests. These diverse learning experiences, such as visits and experiential 

learning, effectively enhance students' civic awareness and understanding of the needs of the 

disadvantaged in the society.  

2. To cultivate studentsô sense of national identity and appreciation of Chinese culture 

 The integration of various activities and tours organized by different groups has greatly enhanced 

students' engagement and interest in Chinese culture. Activities aligned with current trends, like the 

Panda Wave promote studentsô active participation. The vibrant campus environment, characterized 

by bulletin boards and exhibition stands, visually reinforces cultural themes and stimulates interest in 

Chinese culture. Teachers also actively invite Non-Chinese Speaking students to participate in 

cultural activities, promoting inclusivity. The effective use of grants, such as the Life-wide Learning 

Grants and the One-off Grant for Chinese Culture Immersion, enables a broader range of programs 

that enrich studentsô cultural experiences. Collaborations with external organizations offer historical 

context and deeper insights into Chinese culture. However, APASO reports indicate that studentsô 

willingness to contribute to the nation needs further strengthening. 

3. To cultivate studentsô global perspectives 

Currently, the Service-Learning activities are primarily focused on Hong Kong society, which 

may limit studentsô exposure to global issues and perspectives. Promoting global perspectives among 

students will be a key focus in the second year of the School Development Plan. 

 

Feedback and follow-up 

To further nurture studentsô empathy, it is recommended to implement more structured training 

for F.4 students, such as workshops or talks on Wednesday afternoons prior to visits. To deepen 

studentsô understanding of certain social issues, increased collaboration among departments will be 

encouraged. 

To further strengthen studentsô sense of national identity, more qualitative surveys should be 

conducted to encourage deep reflection. This approach will deepen their memories of learning 

activities and reinforce their emotional connection to the country. To encourage students to consider 

their contributions to the nation, alumni could be invited to share their experiences, while a reading 

session will spotlight individuals who have made significant contributions, inspiring students to 
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reflect on their own potential for involvement. 

To broaden studentsô global perspectives, more initiatives focusing on global cooperation and 

responsibility will be incorporated into the service-learning activities. Furthermore, organizing a 

whole-school thematic fortnight centered on promoting óZero Hungerô will further enhance students' 

international outlook and encourage their active participation as global citizens. 
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3. Student Performance  

1.1  Studentsô Attitude and Behaviour 

This school year, our students demonstrated a diligent and proactive approach to learning, 

effectively blending their experiences both inside and outside the classroom. They engaged in a 

diverse range of self-directed learning programmes, workshops, courses, and competitions across 

various key learning areas and disciplines. These initiatives were organized by our school as well 

as external institutions, including the Education Bureau, tertiary institutions, and non-

governmental organisations. Through these opportunities, our students gained valuable resources 

and exposure to different perspectives. Their dedication to pursuing knowledge and achieving 

academic excellence is truly commendable, as they embraced challenges, developed critical 

thinking skills, and fostered a lifelong love for learning. 

 

This year, our students have continued to excel in their academic achievements, demonstrating 

strong commitment and enthusiasm for learning. Alongside their intellectual growth, they have 

shown genuine care and empathy towards their classmates and school community, fostering a 

warm and supportive environment. Their respectful and helpful behavior extends beyond the 

classroom, where they have actively participated in community service projects and peer support 

initiatives. Emotionally mature and socially responsible, they balance diligence with kindness, 

embodying the schoolôs values in all aspects of life. Student leaders remain inspiring figures, not 

only excelling academically but also leading by example through their compassion and dedication 

to serving others. Some students have been recognized for their outstanding contributions, 

reflecting the well-rounded development encouraged by our school. 

 

3.2 Studentsô Participation and Achievements 

3.2.1   Academic Performance  

 Our F.6 students achieved satisfactory performance in the 2025 HKDSE Examination. Their 

dedication and perseverance have led to significant achievements. 76.1% of students were given 

an offer in the 2025 JUPAS.   

 

The percentages of students attaining level 4 or above in the three core subjects are as follows: 

Chinese Language 46.3% 

English Language 56.0% 

Mathematics 79.8% 

The studentsô performance in Chinese History, Biology, Chemistry, Economics, Geography, 

History, Mathematics Compulsory Part, Mathematics Module 2 and Physics was outstanding, 

with over 60% who took these subjects achieving level 4 or above.   
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3.2.2 Non-academic Performance 

Our students were keen to take part in extra-curricular activities in school, including leadership 

training programmes, inter-house and inter-class competitions, as well as activities organized 

by various clubs and teams. They also actively engaged in a great variety of inter-school 

competitions and achieved commendable results as demonstrated on p.16-34.
